Section 61 - Regulations about the exercise of a power to impose a charge

227. Section 61 allows the Welsh Ministers to make regulations about the way that local
authorities exercise their powers to charge for social care services. Subsections (2)
and (3) contain examples of the provision that could be made in the regulations. For
example, provision could be made to specify the maximum amounts that can be charged
for the provision of services for a person, the circumstances in which a charge could be
imposed or the use of any formula to determine the charge.
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
