Part 5 – Licensed Hours

Section 69 – Notification of extended hours application

144. This section places a duty on Licensing Boards to notify the appropriate chief constable
and LSOs of all applications received for extensions to licensed hours. It requires the
LSO to respond within 10 days with a report and empowers the chief constable to object
(also within 10 days).
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
