The National Assembly for Wales, in exercise of the powers conferred upon it by sections 12(2),
14(1)(d), 15(3), 16(1), 25(1) and 118(5) to (7) of the Care Standards Act 2000(1) and sections 79E(2)

and 104(4) of, and paragraph 6(2) of Schedule 9A to, the Children Act 1989(2) hereby makes the
following Regulations:—

(1) 2000 c. 14. The powers are exercisable by the appropriate Minister. The “appropriate Minister” is defined in s. 121(1) of the
2000 Act. It means the Assembly in relation to Wales: s.5(b) of the Act defines “the Assembly” as the National Assembly for
Wales. It means the Secretary of State in relation to England, Scotland and Northern Ireland.

Section 79E and Schedule 9A were inserted into the Children Act 1989 by section 79 of the Care Standards
Act 2000. For the meaning of “prescribed” see section 105(1) of the 1989 Act and for the meaning of “regulations” see
section 79B(7) of that Act (inserted by section 79 of the 2000 Act).
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
