(1)  Annexes I to VI to Regulation (EC) No 805/2004 contain
a series of standard forms to be used in the context of
the European Enforcement Order procedure for uncon-
tested claims.

2004, Annexes I to VI to Regulation (EC) No 805/2004
should be replaced so as to adapt the standard forms for
use in the new Member States.

(3)  Regulation (EC) No 805/2004 should therefore be
amended accordingly,

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION:

Article 1

Annexes I to VI to Regulation (EC) No 805/2004 are replaced
by the corresponding Annexes to this Regulation.

Article 2

This Regulation shall enter into force on the seventh day
following its publication in the Official Journal of the European
Union.

This Regulation shall be binding in its entirety and directly applicable in all Member States.
