PART VII
MISCELLANEOUS

Liability of certain owners and occupiers in relation to fittings

43.—(1)  Without prejudice to section 28 of the Interpretation Act (Northern Ireland) 1954, the
repeal by the 2006 Order of paragraph (1) of Article 19 of the 1973 Order shall not affect the liability
of any person to maintain fittings supplied and installed by the Department before the transfer date
in accordance with that paragraph, but subject to the transfer made in accordance with a scheme
made under Article 270 of the 2006 Order.

(2)  Without prejudice to the generality of section 29(3) of the Interpretation Act (Northern
Ireland) 1954, the Water Regulations (Northern Ireland) 1991 shall continue to have effect on and
after the transfer, notwithstanding the repeal of Articles 40 and 57(2) and (3) of the 1973 Order by
the 2006 Order, but subject to the transfer effected by a scheme made under Article 270 of the 2006
Order.
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
