BEING ASCHEDULE OF ARTICLES AND CUSTOMS BY THIS ACT ESTABLISHED
14 When Two Veins approach each other, but are parted with a Rither, and such Veins

continue asunder for One Meer or further in Length without any Joint of Ore or
other Mineral crossing the same (such Joint of Ore or other Mineral not being a new
Vein), and the Rither during that Distance in all Parts exceeds Six Feet in Thickness,
then they are to be considered and treated as Two distinct Veins so long as they so
continue asunder, but whenever they meet the elder or prior Title shall take the Vein.
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
