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CHAPTER 72.

An Act for the prevention of abuses in connection a.n. 1925,
with the Grant of Honours. [7th August 1925.] —

E it enacted by the King’s most Excellent Majesty,

by and with the advice and consent of the Lords

Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present

Parliament assembled, and by the authority of the same,
as follows :—

1.—(1) It any person accepts er obtains or agrees to Punishment
accept or attempts to obtain from any person, for himself of abuses in
or for any other person, or for any purpose, any gift, connection
money or valuable consideration as an inducement or W;;Etﬂo]f
reward for procuring or assisting or endeavouring to ﬁonours.
procure the grant of a dignity or title of honour to any
person, or otherwise in connection with such a grant, he

shall be guilty of a misdemeanour.

(2) 1If any person gives, or agrees or proposes to
give, or offers to any person any gift, money or valuable
consideration as an inducement or reward for procuring
or assisting or endeavouring to procure the grant of a
dignity or title of honour to any person, or otherwise in
connection with such a grant, he shall be guilty of a
misdemeanour.

(3) Any person guilty of a misdemeanour under this
Act shall be liable on conviction on indictment to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding two years or
to a fine not exceeding five hundred pounds, or to both
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such imprisonment and such fine, or on summary con-
viction to imprisonment for a term not exceeding three
months or to a fine not exceeding fifty pounds, or to
both such imprisonment and such fine, and where the
person convicted (whether on indictment or summarily)
received any such gift, money, or consideration as afore-
said which is capable of forfeiture, he shall in addition
to any other punishment be liable to forfeit the same to
His Majesty. -

(4) The Vexatious Indictments Act, 1859, as amended
by any subsequent enactment, shall apply to offences under

this Act as if they were included among the offences
mentioned in section one of that Act.

2. This Act may be cited as the Honours (Prevention
of Abuses) Act, 1925.
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
