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Miscellaneous and supplementary provisions

19 Application of security provisions to companies established in connection with
agreement on gas centrifuge process

(1) Paragraphs 2 and 4 to 6 of Schedule 1 to the Nuclear Installations Act 1965, as set
out in the Schedule to this Act, shall apply in relation to a company designated by the
Secretary of State under subsection (2) of this section as they apply in relation to the
specified body corporate, as defined in that Schedule.

(2) For the purposes of this section the Secretary of State may by order made by statutory
instrument designate any company registered (whether before or after the passing of
this Act) in some part of the United Kingdom and appearing to him to have been
formed pursuant to an agreement dated 4th March 1970 providing for collaboration in
the development and exploitation of the gas centrifuge process for producing enriched
uranium and made between Her Majesty's Government in the United Kingdom and
the Governments of the Federal Republic of Germany and the Kingdom of the
Netherlands.
