LOST AND ABANDONED PROPERTY

69 Claims by owner etc. prior to disposal

(1) The owner or person having right to possession of any property in the possession of
the chief constable by virtue of section 67 of this Act, or of another person under
arrangements made by the chief constable, may at any time prior to its disposal under
section 68 of this Act claim that property from the chief constable in accordance with
such procedure as the chief constable may direct.

(2) The chief constable shall consider any claims to property made under subsection (1)
above, and, on being satisfied that the claimant is the owner of that property or has
a right to possession of it, shall deliver or arrange for the delivery of the property
to the claimant on such conditions (if any) as he thinks fit, including payment of
such reasonable charges (including any reasonable expenses incurred by him or on his
behalf) as the chief constable may determine and payment of such sum as the claimant
may be ordered to pay under section 70 of this Act.

(3) Nothing in this section affects any right to or interest in the property arising otherwise
than by virtue of this section.
