SUB-STANDARD HOUSES
The tolerable standard

85 General duty of local authority in respect of houses not meeting tolerable
standard

(1) It shall be the duty of every local authority to secure that all houses in their district
which do not meet the tolerable standard are closed, demolished or brought up to the
tolerable standard within such period as is reasonable in all the circumstances.

(2) In determining what period is reasonable for the purposes of subsection (1), regard
shall be had to alternative housing accommodation likely to be available for any
persons who may be displaced from houses as a result of any action proposed by the
local authority in pursuance of that subsection.

(3) Every local authority shall from time to time cause to be made such a survey or
inspection of their district as may be necessary for the performance of the duty
imposed on them by subsection (1) or for the purpose of ascertaining the availability
of alternative housing accommodation.
