AUTHORISATION AND APPROVAL

PART I

AUTHORISATION OF BODIES

Submission to Lord Chancellor
2 (1) Where the applicant has complied with paragraph 1 and wishes to proceed with its

application for authorisation, it shall apply to the Lord Chancellor for its qualification
regulations and rules of conduct to be approved in relation to the proposed rights.

(2) An application under this paragraph shall—
(a) be in writing;
(b) specify whether approval is sought for the purposes of section 27 or 28; and
(c) be accompanied by—

(i) a copy of the regulations and rules;
(ii) such explanatory material as the applicant considers is likely to be

needed for the purposes of this Part of this Schedule; and
(iii) a statement of the proposed rights.

(3) The applicant shall provide the Lord Chancellor with such additional information as
he may reasonably require.

(4) On receipt of such an application, the Lord Chancellor shall—
(a) send a copy of the application and of any documents provided under sub-

paragraph (2)(c) or (3) to the Advisory Committee and to each of the
designated judges; and

(b) ask the Committee for advice as to whether the regulations and rules should
be approved for the purposes of section 27 or 28.
