SCHEDULE 3

TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS

Pending applications for registration
10 (1) An application for registration of a mark under the 1938 Act which is pending on the

commencement of this Act shall be dealt with under the old law, subject as mentioned
below, and if registered the mark shall be treated for the purposes of this Schedule
as an existing registered mark.

(2) The power of the Secretary of State under section 78 of this Act to make rules
regulating practice and procedure, and as to the matters mentioned in subsection (2)
of that section, is exercisable in relation to such an application; and different
provision may be made for such applications from that made for other applications.

(3) Section 23 of the 1938 Act (provisions as to associated trade marks) shall be
disregarded in dealing after the commencement of this Act with an application for
registration.
