Paragraph 3 amends paragraph 4 of Schedule 6 to the Data Protection Act 1998 to
provide for the constitution of the Tribunal in other than national security cases to
be similar to that for data protection, that is, it shall consist of a chairman or deputy
chairman (who shall preside) and an equal number of members appointed respectively
to represent the interests of applicants for information and public authorities under the
Act (see section 6(6) of the 1998 Act, as amended by paragraph 16 of Schedule 2 to
the Freedom of Information Act).
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
