Removal and suspension of senior officers

31 Procedural requirements for removal of senior officers

(1) In subsection (2) of section 9E of the 1996 Act (removal of Commissioner of Police
of the Metropolis) for the words from “an opportunity” to the end there shall be

substituted “—

(a) an explanation in writing of the Authority’s grounds for calling upon
him, in the interests of efficiency or effectiveness, to retire or to

resign; and
(b) an opportunity to make representations;

and the Authority shall consider any representations made by or on behalf of the

Commissioner.

The opportunity given to the Commissioner to make representations must include

the opportunity to make them in person.”

(2) In subsection (3) of section 11 of the 1996 Act (removal of chief constable), for the

words from “an opportunity” to the end there shall be substituted “—

(a) an explanation in writing of the authority’s grounds for calling upon
him, in the interests of efficiency or effectiveness, to retire or to

resign; and
(b) an opportunity to make representations;

and the authority shall consider any representations made by or on behalf of the

chief officer.
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The opportunity given to the chief constable to make representations must include
the opportunity to make them in person.”
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
