Section 29 allows the Commission to give a warning notice to a registered person
when they have failed to comply with the relevant requirements. For example, the
Commission may issue awarning notice where aregistered person hasfailed to comply
with regulations made under section 20.

Thewarning notice must set out thefailurethat appearsto the Commission to havetaken
place and the requirement that appears to have been breached. It may also require the
registered person to comply with the requirement within a specified timeframe, stating
that further action may be taken if the failure is not put right in that time. No further
action may be taken by the Commission in relation to the failure set out in the notice
if the failureisremedied in that time.

Where the warning notice relates to a failure that has already been rectified when the
notice isissued, no further action may be taken by the Commission.
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
