PART 1

CONSEQUENTIAL AMENDMENTS

Children and Young Persons Act 1933 (c. 12)

2 (1) Section 34 (attendance at court of parent of child or young person charged with an
offence, etc.) is amended as follows.

(2) In subsection (7), omit “section 163 of the Powers of Criminal Courts (Sentencing)
Act 2000 or”.

(3) After subsection (7A) insert—

“(7B) If it appears that at the time of his arrest a youth rehabilitation order, as
defined in Part 1 of the Criminal Justice and Immigration Act 2008, is in
force in respect of him, the responsible officer, as defined in section 4 of that
Act, shall also be informed as described in subsection (3) above as soon as
it is reasonably practicable to do so.”
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
