REDUCING CARBON EMISSIONS AND HOME-HEATING
COSTS: MINOR AND CONSEQUENTIAL AMENDMENTS

Electricity Act 1989
4 (1) Section 41A (promotion of reductions in carbon emissions: electricity generators,

electricity distributors and electricity suppliers) is amended as follows.

(2) In the heading omit “electricity generators,”.

(3) In subsection (1)—
(a) omit paragraph (za) (power to impose carbon emission reduction obligation

on electricity generators);
(b) in the words after paragraph (b) omit “generator,”.

(4) In subsection (3) omit “electricity generators,”.

(5) In subsection (4) omit paragraph (a) (duty to carry out functions under the section in
a way that does not inhibit competition between electricity generators).

(6) In subsection (5)—
(a) in paragraph (a) omit “electricity generators,”;
(b) in paragraph (d) omit “generators,”;
(c) in paragraph (f) omit “generators,”.

(7) In subsection (6) omit “generator,”.

(8) In subsection (7)(d) omit “electricity generator,”.

(9) In subsection (8)(d) omit “generators,”.

(10) In subsection (11) omit “electricity generators,”.
