Where a local authority is responsible for a child or young person with special
educational needs, and special educational provision ismade for him or her at a school,
post-16 institution or provider of relevant early years education, the local authority
must pay the feesfor the education and training received where the institution is named
in the EHC plan. This also applies if there is no EHC plan and the local authority is
satisfied the child or young person requires special educational provision and that it is
appropriate for them to receive it at the institution in question.

Where board and lodging are provided for the child or young person at such a school
or college or place where relevant early years education is provided, the local authority
must pay those fees if it is satisfied that specia educational provision cannot be made
there unless board and lodging are provided.

This section replaces, in England, section 348 of the Education Act 1996.
