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General

24 Power to make transitional, transitory or saving provision

(1) The Secretary of State may by regulations make such transitional, transitory or saving
provision as the Secretary of State considers appropriate in connection with the coming
into force of any provision of this Act.

(2) The regulations may in particular make provision about ticketing schemes under
section 135 of the Transport Act 2000 relating to areas in England that exist
immediately before the day on which section 7 of this Act comes into force.

(3) The regulations may include provision for treating such ticketing schemes as made
under section 134C of the Transport Act 2000 (inserted by section 7 of this Act).

(4) Regulations under this section must be made by statutory instrument.

(5) A statutory instrument which contains regulations under this section is subject to
annulment in pursuance of a resolution of either House of Parliament.
