46 Use of words "man", "boy", "woman" and "girl"
The use in any provision of this Act of the word " man " without the addition of the
word " boy ", or vice versa, shall not prevent the provision applying to any person
to whom it would have applied if both words had been used, and similarly with the
words " woman " and " girl".
