20 Extension of time under 16 and 17 Geo. 5, c. 39. s. 2, for requiring production of
books, etc.

In section two of the Horticultural Produce (Sales on Commission) Act, 1926 (under
which an owner or consignor has ten days in which to require the salesman to produce
books and other documents for inspection), for the words " ten days " there shall be
substituted the words " one month ".

21 Expenses and receipts

(1) The expenses of any Minister under this Act shall be defrayed out of moneys provided
by Parliament.

(2) Any receipts of Ministers under Part II of this Act shall be paid into the Exchequer.

22 Short title

This Act may be cited as the Horticulture Act, 1960.
