Bank Notes, Bills of Exchange, and Promissory Notes

31 Penalties, for issuing or receiving an unstamped bank note

(1) If any banker, not being duly licensed or otherwise authorised to issue unstamped bank
notes, issues, or permits to be issued, any bank note not being duly stamped, he shall
incur a fine of fifty pounds.

(2) If any person receives or takes in payment or as a security any bank note issued
unstamped contrary to law, knowing the same to have been so issued, he shall incur
a fine of twenty pounds.
