Mortuaries, &c.

70 Power of local authority to provide places for post-mortem examinations.

(1) Any local authority may provide and maintain a proper building (otherwise than at a
poorhouse) for the reception of dead bodies during the time required to conduct any
post-mortem examination ordered by a lawful authority, and may make regulations-
with respect to the management of such building.

(2) Any such building may be provided in connexion with a mortuary, but this enactment
shall not authorise the conducting of any post-mortem examination in a mortuary.
