1845 CHAPTER 33

Construction of Railway

XVIII Alteration of Water and Gas Pipes, &c.

It shall be lawful for the Company, for the Purpose of constructing the Railway, to
raise, sink, or otherwise alter the Position of any of the Watercourses, Water Pipes, or
Gas Pipes belonging to any of the Houses adjoining or near to the Railway, and also
the Mains and other Pipes laid down by any Company or Society who may furnish
the Inhabitants of such Houses or Places with Water or Gas, and also to remove all
other Obstructions to such Construction, so as the same respectively be done with as
little Detriment and Inconvenience to such Company, Society, or Inhabitants as the
Circumstances will admit, and be done under the Superintendence of the Company
to which such Water Pipes or Gas Pipes belong, and of the several Commissioners
or Trustees, or Persons having Control of the Pavements, Sewers, Roads, Streets,
Highways, Lanes, and other public Passages and Places within the Parish or District
where such Mains, Pipes, or Obstructions shall be situate, or of their Surveyor, if they
or he think fit to attend, after receiving not less than Forty-eight Hours Notice for that
Purpose.
