Consultations before the grant of permission

18.—(1) Before granting permission for development which, in their opinion, falls within a
category set out in the table below, a local planning authority shall consult the authority or person

mentioned in relation to that category, except where—

(i) the local planning authority are the authority so mentioned;

(i1) the local planning authority are required to consult the authority so mentioned under articles

19 or 20; or

(ii1) the authority or person so mentioned has advised the local planning authority that they do not

wish to be consulted.

(a) they shall, unless an applicant has served a copy of an application for planning permission
on the consultee, give notice of the application to the consultee; and

(b) they shall not determine the application until at least 14 days after the date on which notice
is given under paragraph (a), or if earlier, 14 days after the date of service of a copy of the
application on the consultee by the applicant.

(5) The local planning authority shall, in determining the application, take into account any
representations received from a consultee.
