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EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations further amend the National Health Service (Travelling Expenses and Remission
of Charges) Regulations 1988, which provide for the remission and repayment of certain charges
which would otherwise be payable under the National Health Service Act 1977 and for the payment
of travelling expenses incurred in attending a hospital. The time limit for making claims for
repayment is extended from one month to three months (regulation 2). The extended time limit
applies only in respect of charges paid or travelling expenses incurred on or after 1st June 1992
(regulation 3).
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
