Amendment of regulation 61 of the Income Support Regulations

19. In regulation 61 of the Income Support Regulations (interpretation)(1), in the definition of
“a course of advanced education”—

(a) in paragraph (a) for the words “a higher national diploma of the Business & Technician
Education Council” there shall be substituted the words “a higher national diploma or
higher national certificate of either the Business & Technician Education Council”;

(b) in paragraph (b)—
(i) for the words “a national diploma of the Business & Technician Education Council

or a national certificate of the Scottish Vocational Education Council” there shall
be substituted the words “a national diploma or national certificate of either the
Business & Technician Education Council or the Scottish Vocational Education
Council”;

(ii) for the words “(higher grade)” there shall be substituted the words “(higher level)”.
