section 88 (default powers), except for subsection (6);

section 89 (studies by Audit Commission);

section 90 (regulations under the 1979 Act);

section 91(1) (magistrates' courts: minor and consequential amendments), so far as it
relates to the entries in Part 1 of Schedule 8 referred to in article 6 below;

section 92 (interpretation of Part IV);

section 93 (repeals), so far as it relates to the entries in Part II of Schedule 9 (magistrates'
courts: repeals) referred to in article 7 below.
