APPLICATIONS TO COURT BY LANDLORD OR TENANT

Amendments to section 25

4.—(1) Omit section 25(5) (requirement for tenant to notify landlord whether he is willing to
give up possession).

(2) For section 25(6) substitute—

“(6) A notice under this section shall not have effect unless it states whether the landlord
is opposed to the grant of a new tenancy to the tenant.

(7) A notice under this section which states that the landlord is opposed to the grant of
a new tenancy to the tenant shall not have effect unless it also specifies one or more of the
grounds specified in section 30(1) of this Act as the ground or grounds for his opposition.

(8) A notice under this section which states that the landlord is not opposed to the grant
of'a new tenancy to the tenant shall not have effect unless it sets out the landlord’s proposals
as to—

(a) the property to be comprised in the new tenancy (being either the whole or part
of the property comprised in the current tenancy);

(b) the rent to be payable under the new tenancy; and

(c) the other terms of the new tenancy.”.
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
