(Election Addresses) (Amendment) Order 2008

This Order is made in exercise of the power conferred by section 17A(3) of the Greater London
Authority Act 1999(1).
The Secretary of State has consulted the Mayor, the London Assembly and such other persons and
bodies as he has determined to be appropriate in accordance with section 17A(6) of that Act(2).
The Secretary of State has consulted the Electoral Commission in accordance with section 7(1) and
7(2)(i) of the Political Parties, Elections and Referendums Act 2000(3).
A draft of this Order has been laid before Parliament in accordance with section 420(3)(za) of the
Greater London Authority Act 1999(4) and approved by a resolution of each House of Parliament.
The Secretary of State makes the following Order:

(2) Section 17A(6) of the Greater London Authority Act 1999 requires the Secretary of State to consult the Mayor, London
Assembly and such other persons and bodies as the Secretary of State may determine before making an order under
section 17A(3).

Section 7(1) and (2)(i) require the Secretary of State to consult the Electoral Commission before making an order
under section 17A(3) of the Greater London Authority Act 1999.
