any director of social services of a Health and Social Services Board established
under article 16 of the Health and Personal Social Services (Northern Ireland)
Order 1972(5);

any executive director of social work of a Health and Social Services Trust
established under article 10 of the Health and Personal Social Services (Northern
Ireland) Order 1991(6)
