Transitional provisions: Office of Qualifications and Examinations Regulation

Applications for recognition

9.—(1) This article applies where—

(a) the CCEA requires a person, before submitting a form of a vocational qualification to it for
accreditation under Article 75(1)(b) of the 1998 Order, to be recognised by it in respect of
the award or authentication of that qualification or a description of vocational qualification
which applies to that qualification, and

(b) an application for recognition in respect of a vocational qualification or description of
vocational qualification has accordingly been made to the CCEA but not determined by
it before 1st April 2010.

(2) With effect from 1st April 2010, the application is to be treated as an application for
recognition under section 132 of the Act in respect of the award or authentication of that vocational
qualification or description of vocational qualification.
