At the Court at Buckingham Palace, the 15th day of August, 1918. 

PRESENT,

Whereas * * * * [Here follows the first recital to the Order in 
Council of July 28, 1916 (Dominica, Gc.) see p. 246 above] : 
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Marriage of British subjects Resident in U.K. and in Dominions Overseas 

And whereas by Section 2 of the said Act it is enacted that His 
Majesty may, by Order in Council, extend the said Act to any British 
Protectorate, and on the making of any such Order the said Act shall, 
subject to the provisions of the Order, have effect as if the Protectorate 
were part of His Majesty's Dominions : 

And whereas His Majesty is satisfied that due provision is made in 
respect of all the matters referred to in the hereinbefore recited Section 
1 of the said Act by the law in force in Southern Rhodesia: 

Now, therefore, His Majesty, by virtue and in exercise of the powers 
by the above-recited Act in His Majesty vested, is pleased, by and with 
the advice of His Privy Council, to order, and it is hereby ordered, as 
follows :-

Section 1 of the Marriage of British SUbjects (Facilities) Act, 1915, 
shall apply to Southern Rhodesia. 

And the Right Honourable Walter Hume Long, one of His Majesty's 
Principal Secretaries of State, is to give the necessary directions herein 
accordingly.
