Now, therefore, His Majesty, by virtue and in exercise of the powers
by the above-recited Act in His Majesty vested, is pleased, by and with
the advice of His Privy Council, to order, and it is hereby ordered, as
follows :—

Section 1 of the Marriage of British Subjects (Facilities) Act, 1915,
shall apply to the part of His Majesty’s Dominions outside the
United Kingdom hereunder mentioned :—

The Colony of Fiji.
