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SCHEDULE

Directions in preparation for a hearing

5.—(1) The tribunal may at any time, on the application of an accused person or of its own
motion, give directions to enable that person to prepare for the hearing or to assist the tribunal to
determine the issues.

(2) An application for directions shall be made in writing to the registrar.
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
