GENERAL

145 Power to make further provision

(1) The Secretary of State may by order make—
(a) such supplemental, incidental or consequential provision, or
(b) such transitory, transitional or saving provision,

as the Secretary of State thinks appropriate for the general purposes, or any particular
purpose, of this Act or in consequence of any provision made by or under this Act or
for giving full effect to this Act or any such provision.

(2) An order under this section may, for purposes of or in consequence of or for giving
full effect to any provision of or made under Chapter 5 of Part 1 or section 106,
make provision for applying (with or without modifications) or amending, repealing
or revoking any provision of or made under an Act passed before this Act or in the
same Session.

(3) Amendments made under this section are in addition, and without prejudice, to those
made by or under any other provision of this Act.

(4) No other provision of this Act restricts the powers conferred by this section.
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
