Records and information

60 Requirement to keep records

(1) For the purposes of Chapter 1 or 2 of this Part, the Secretary of State may by

regulations make provision requiring any person—

(a) to keep, in such form and manner as may be prescribed, such records as may

be prescribed;

(b) to preserve those records for such period, not exceeding 6 years, as may be

prescribed;

(c) to provide those records ["'to the Regulator on receiving a notification

requesting them].

(2) Regulations under subsection (1) may provide that section 10 of the Pensions Act
1995 (c. 26) (civil penalties) applies to a person who fails to comply with those

requirements.
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
